The categories are:
· Prints:


Open – Monochrome

Open – Colour
Natural History

Visually impaired (printed images - Restricted to those visual acuity of less than 20/60)
Mini Panel
· Projected images:
Open (digital projected images - colour or B&W)
Natural History
Visually impaired (digital projected image - Restricted to those visual acuity of less than 20/60)
Categories - Image content:
MONOCHROME: (Either prints or digital projected image). These can be any image the photographer wishes. The society now accepts the FIAP (2003), PAGB (2004) definition of a monochrome image.
COLOUR OPEN: (Either prints or digital projected image). These can be any image the photographer wishes.
MINI-PANEL: This class is open to all members. Each panel can consist of 3 or more prints mounted on one 40cm x 50 cm board.
NATURAL HISTORY: (Either prints or digital projected image categories, colour or B&W). The image may be from any branch of natural history except Anthropology or Archaeology. Images must not contain any artificial, hybrid or artificially arranged elements within them and images should not have been manipulated in any way. Images may not contain any human element, unless it enhances the nature story and is also unobtrusive.
The classes defined
For the following categories only: Monochrome (Black and white) prints, colour prints and Natural History prints the classes will be as follows:
· Advanced - open to all members
· Intermediate - open to members who have not won in an open class or do not hold a distinction above Licentiate
· Beginners - open to those who have not won any award, in any previous annual competition and who do not hold any distinction.
All other categories will be open classes.
N.B. If a category or class is under subscribed it may be merged with another, at the exhibition secretary’s discretion 
AWARDS:
An independent judge will give an award to the winner of each category/class. The judge will also award the following on the day of the selection - The judge’s decision is final.

        The ‘Best Print’
        The ‘Best Projected Image’
        The ‘Best Portrait’
By entering the exhibition, the photographer agrees that the Society may:
1) Copy any entry and use the copies to promote the work of the society.
2) Retain some of the original works to represent the Society in other exhibitions and competitions.
The Society will make every effort to ensure the safety of the entries but cannot be held responsible for loss or damage. All items sent should be properly labelled including packaging to be returned
· Entry is free to all members of The Disabled Photographers’ Society, excluding friends of the society.
· Members may enter any or all categories that they are eligible for.
· Entrants must nominate their class of entry, which should take account of the notes within these rules. 
· The member must have taken all pictures during their period of disability. 
· No work from previous DPS exhibitions may be entered.
· If you wish to place an image for sale please indicate your desired price in the “price” box.
· Return postage and packaging costs must be paid so that your prints etc may be returned to you.
· A properly completed form must accompany all entries.
· All entries must meet with the rules and arrive by the closing date of 31st July 2012. 
· An image may be produced digitally or traditionally.
· All print entries must be labelled on the back with*:
a) Your name.
b) Your membership number.
c) The title.
d) The category entered.
e) The class entered (where appropriate)
· Print entries should be mounted on a board measuring 50 by 40cm. Do not use masking tape, it is not strong enough and may result in yours, or other peoples, work being damaged. If for any reason you have difficulty doing this yourself, please contact a member of the Exhibition Team for assistance. 
· All digital entries must be jpeg or tiff files and a maximum size of 1400 x 1050 pixels.
· All CD’s / DVD’s must contain a text file consisting of the above information*.
· The society makes a point of displaying at least one image from each member in the exhibition. However, if space is limited then some entries may not be displayed for the whole duration.
