Advanced: - open to all members who have won an award in any annual competition and who holds a LDPS, ADPS or FDPS and the similar RPS distinctions 
Please note:-  At the end of the season the person who wins the Fledgling class will be promoted into the advanced league
The themes are listed in advance. Use your imagination and skills to convey these themes to their best advantage. 
Image sizes

Printed images: The maximum size for prints is A4 they may be colour or black and white. Prints may be home or trade processed and must not be mounted. 
Digital images: The maximum size for digital images is no longer than 1200 pixels on the longest edge, with a maximum file size of 600 kb in JPEG Format Only & Please give your image a title.
You may enter in one format only i.e. no mixed print/digital submissions.

Each member may submit a maximum of three images and all images entered will qualify for an award and for each submitted entry you will score 1point. So it’s in your best interest to submit three images…
For 1st place 10points, 2nd place 7points, 3rd place 5points H/C 3points.
Medals will be awarded annually to the highest total scores in first place in each class league table.
